Int Hi, Steven. How are you?

P Absolutely not. I, to be honest actually, I will, I will just say that o- one of my
[laughs] favourite things can be walking in the rain, but as long as I’'m able to get
somewhere and get dry afterwards...

I mean, I don’t have any sort of holidays
planned or anything like that, but I’'m hopefully meeting up with friends soon to
go paintballing. I suppose that’s something to look forward to. Um...
